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DARC (Detection of Apoptosing Retinal Cells) uses ANX776 to detect
apoptotic cells in the eye and has been tested not only in glaucoma, other
ophthalmologic diseases, but Alzheimer's, Parkinson's, and diabetes.
DARC has been used to evaluate the efficacy of various therapies. This
technology shows promise as a potential biomarker and clinical decision-
making support tool. This presentation will discuss DARC's development
and clinical journey.
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
